Natural resource wallcovering important considerations

e Anti-microbial features - Grasscloth wallcoverings contain bactericides
and mildew inhibitors to discourage the growth of mold and mildew
under normal conditions.

e Paste-The-Paper - Made from natural fibres, these wallcoverings will
expand when adhesive is applied. Simply apply the paste directly to the
back of the paper—be generous, but avoid using excessive paste. Allow
for booking time, as the wallcovering will expand slightly during this
period before hanging.

e Book the wallcovering - “Booking” is a process where you fold the
pasted sides of the wallcovering together, adhesive-to-adhesive, with
the pasted side facing inwards. This allows the paste to activate and
helps prevent it from drying out before you hang the wallcovering.
Leave the booked wallcovering a few minutes.

e The wallcoveringrolls are finished precisely to have no overlap.
Meaning the panels simply butt up to each other for ease of installation.

e Spongeable - Dirt, dust, and other marks can be cleaned with a slightly
damp sponge (do not use any solvents).

o Wet removal - is acommon method for removing grasscloth & natural
wallcovering. However, because grasscloth is made from natural
materials, it can be delicate and requires a bit of extra care during the
removal process to avoid damaging the walls.
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
